East Meets West at SFSU

It seems unlikely that circumstances will soon
combine to provide a program more inviting than
that offered toEsperantists at San Francisco State
University this summer (30 June/25 July).

Director of the Workshop will, for the sixth
consecutive year, be William Auld of Scotland. For
the first time, Auld will be assisted by an Espe-
ranto instructor from abroad, Tatsuo Fujimoto of
Japan. - ’

Fujimoto learned the international language
in 1953, subsequently becoming a member of the
Japanese Esperanto League and the famous Kansai
League of Esperanto Groups. In 1968 and 1969, he
spent eight months in Europe as an agent of Expo
'70, collecting ethnological artifacts. During
this time he used Esperanto for official communica-
tions, local Esperantists serving as interpreters.
Helis currently a professional Esperanto instructor
at the Oomoto Seminary.

Aside from teaching at the Seminary, Fujimoto
has led several dozen "live-ins," a form of inten-
sive course popular in Japan, wherein course mem-
bers live together for several days. In Hamburg
last summer, he led the first Beginners' €onver-
sational Circle ever organized in the cadre of a
World Esperanto Cangress. The enthusiastic response
of all concerned may mean that a tradition has
been set! ' A

In addition to his own writing in Japanese and
Esperanto, Fujimoto has translated a number of
works from one language to the other, including a
translation into Japanese of Edmond Privat's bio-
graphy of the creator of Esperanto, Vivo de
Zamenhof.

ELNA President Speaks

. ‘Esperanto organizations are fueled by the
idealism of a few and by the persistent, dogged ef-

forts of even fewer. ELNA fits this ttern
has during the two decades I have beeniamember?nd
. Our membership figures are holding up in
spite of recession and inflation-—a combination
that burdens small organizations and often crushes
them. We have a well-edited and attractive News-
letter, bilingual, which appears six times per
year. The book service is busy. Esperanto courses
are available more widely than ever, through
schools and colleges, and via cassette tapes and
records. All this represents the fruit of years
of work and the groundwork before it.

Esperanto is gaining attention and respect
from linguists and educators, but it is a slow
process. The vast majority of Americans do not
¥now what Esperanto is; our potential base of sup-
port is large, but so is the problem of reaching
all those people. While we strive to build our
membership and expand our program and services to
members, we must also move out in the realms of
public relations and fund-raising.

Two task forces will be developed within the
month after this issue appears. One will be con-
cerned withdeveloping a larger capacity for public
information about Esperanto, the other with funding
—for increased staffing, teacher training, re-
search, publications, student travel, and many
other projects.

I would like to hear directly from ELNA mem-
bers who are acquainted with or interested in
these matters. Ideas for projects are welcome.
We will be cooperating in these endeavors with the
World Esperanto Association (UEA) through its new
president, one of our own members, Dr. Humphrey
Tonkin.

It is necessary to ask again that you renew
your membership, recruit new members, and donate
generously to the deserving and too little-known
cause of Esperanto in America. Please contact me
directly about bequests or unusually large gifts.
All donations to ELNA are tax-deductible.

The annual meeting this year at the 23rd ELNA
Congress in Brattleboro will provide a unique op-
portunity for language learning in a beautiful
setting. Registration is growing at a steady pace.
Let us hear from you soon 1f you can possibly come!
(If unexpected changes in plan make it impossible
for you to attend the Congress, advance rental and
half of Congress fee will be refundable until 15

July.)

MLA Seminar Themes Set

The Modern Language Association will once
again dedicate professional attention, in the form
of two seminars at its Annual Meeting (San Fran-
cisco, 26/29 December 1975), to the world language

problem and its solution.
Dr. Dennis Q. McInerny of Bradley University

(Peoria, IL) will chair the seminar on Esperanto
Language and Literature, which will focus on
original Esperanto literature. Because translation
from Esperanto is still relatively rare, little is
known about its poetry and prose outside the actual
Esperante-using community, a problem this seminar
will attempt partially to remedy.

The theme of the seminar on Interlinguistics,
proposed by the seminar's chairman of last year,
Dr. Julius Balbin, will be the definition of the
term "interlinguistics" itself. The term has been
used in a number of different ways since its first
use by Otto Jespersen in 1931. MLA members inter-
ested in socio-linguistics, interlinguistics and
Esperantology are expected to contribute to the
discussion. Chairman of this seminar will be Dr.
Robert St. Clair of the University of Louisville,
Kentucky.

The December 1974 issue of Hungarian Trade
Union News reports that S&ndor G&spar, General
Secretary of the Central Council of Hungarian Trade
Unions, supports the use of the international lan-
guage in world labor organizations.

"Our trade union leaders and activists and
our members visit many different parts of the
world. This enables us to see the work of foreign
trade unions for ourselves and to learn of their
work and struggles. This is why we also want to
develop our contacts with the trade unions in the
capitalist countries, and, I hope and believe,
these contacts will be even more extensive in the
future.... Obviously, the language barrier is a
difficulty for us and for other officials, dele-
gates and all trade union members and workers who
do not speak the same language....

'"We therefore willingly cooperate with those
trade unions which consider that Esperanto could
facilitate contacts between trade unions and their
members in the different countries and mutual
understanding. When a suitable opportunity arises
we are therefore prepared to recommend in Inter-
national trade union forums that a position be
adopted on support for the Esperanto language and
that we promote its widespread adoption in the

interests of more direct &ontacts between workers
and of better understanding."

This is only one of many instances of official
support for Esperanto in Hungary. Because the
Hungarian language is a member of the tiny Finno-
Ugric linguistic community which includes Finnish
and Estonian, its speakers feel linguistic isola-
tion much more sharply than most Europeans, and
consequently give broad-based support to Esperanto
as a means of breaking through this isolation.

English-Language Broadeasts Cut

This April Deutsche Welle, official shortwave
voice of the Federal Republic of Germany, discon-
tinued its special three-hour daily program for
North America in American English, releasing most
of the personnel involved in preparing the broad-
casts to U. S. listening tastes.

The station will now broadcast only two twenty-
minute news bulletins each day, prepared by the
remaining English-language staff, which continues
the broadcasts for Africa, Asia and Australasia.

In contrast, the station has lengthened the
German-language broadcasts to North America to a
full eight hours a day. It is, however, not likely
that these programs -will reach the typical U. S.
listener, as the traditional German-American com~
munities are for the most part already assimilated
and anglicized. And the study of German, like that -

of French and Russian, suffered a sharp decline
about five years ago, and shows no sign of a come-
back.

The President of the World Esperanto Associa-
tion (UEA), Dr. Humphrey Tonkin, has announced the
membership of UEA's Organizing Committee on Inter-
national Women's Year. The task of the Committee
will be to plan and direct the contribution of the
Association to the activities of IWY. Chairing
the Committee will be Mrs. Elsbeth Bormann of the
Federal Republic of Germany. Joining Mrs. Bormann
as members of the committee are Mrs. Ursula Gratta-
paglia of Brazil, Mrs. Yukiko Isobe of Japan, Mrs.
Elizabeta Palldés of Hungary and Mr. Ib Schleicher
of Denmark. .

Mrs. Bormann is by profession a children's
nurse, and was one of the organizers of the 59th
World Esperanto Congress in Hamburg in 1974. Mrs.
Isobe is director of the Daiwa Corporation, a com-
mercial enterprise in Tokyo. She also directs the
Japanese Esperanto Institute. Mrs. Pallds is an
economist, and Mr. Schleicher an engineer. Mrs.
Grattapaglia emigrated from Italy one year ago
with her husband and children, and is now a teacher
in an Esperanto-speaking community in the Brazilian
hinterland.

The year 1975 was declared International
Women's Year by the United Nations General Assembly
two years ago. The main purpose of the Year is to
emphasize the vital role of women in the various
countries-and cultures of the world, amd to hagten
the achievement of equal rights for women in all
countries—not only legal rights but also social
and cultural equality. The principal event of the
campaign will be the Conference on International
Women's Year, which will take place in Mexico City
from 19 June to 2 July. Representing UEA in this
conference will be Mr. Mark Starr (U. S. A.) and
Professor Maria Luisa S. de Bancalari (Mexico).

It is not possible to get out the Newsletter
on time and process book orders as soon as they
are received. Clients, please be ' understanding
about delays. Note UEA's plea that its own book
service must suffer for lack of a full-time mana-
ger (Esperanto, Feb. 1975). Like UEA, ELNA lacks
an employee who can devote himself entirely to the
book service. If you find that you need books on
the spur of the moment for courses, please keep a
spare supply on hand. Some portion of every club's
budget should be dedicated to "stockpiling" text-

books for local use.
Book buyers can save us much paperwork by

noting the price changes and deletions shown in
the comprehensive booklist appendix in this issue.
Less paperwork means faster service for everyone!

Another way in which clubs can help is by
collecting dues for ELNA and UEA. The treasurer
can collect dues for the local, national and inter-
national organizations in one check, afterwards
distributing the non-club portion to the Treasurer
of ELNA and the National Representative (Cefdele-
gito) of UEA. This small gesture can mean more.
